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The Joseph Donald Brewer Scholarship

The Community Foundation of Frederick County administers The Joseph

Donald Brewer Scholarship. This scholarship fund, founded by parents Abigalil
Richon and William Brewer, awards one-year scholarships to Urbana High
School graduates who show a commitment to pursuing higher education and
who have learning disabilities. If no applicant from Urbana High School is
eligible, then any applicant from Frederick County may be considered. All eligible
candidates are encouraged to apply.

Applicant Criteria and Information

1.

The applicant must be a graduating senior attending Urbana High School,
Frederick County, Maryland and either be diagnosed as dyslexic or be
coded as learning disabled, with strong evidence towards dyslexia.

The applicant must have applied to one or more post-secondary
institutions at the time of application.

The applicant must provide the following:

a. The completed scholarship application.

b. Three recommendations, one from a teacher, one from their
Special Education counselor, and one from a person of their
choosing.

Final applicants will be asked to attend an in-person interview with

the scholarship selection committee. Chosen finalists will be provided with
a date and time for the meeting. The meeting will be held at The
Community Foundation of Frederick County office.

Scholarship Awards

This scholarship is a one-time, non-renewable award.
